The Richmond County Work First Program has received funding to employ low-income citizens in paid
employment. The funding is provided through Federal stimulus funds and will reimburse employers for
100% of salaries for the first three months of employment. The program will work with current Work First
families first, however the program hopes to also work with families with gross monthly incomes under
200% of the Federal Poverty Guidelines. Currently the program is contracting with three local employers,
Perdue Farms, Big Rock Sports, and Southern Health Care. Each person employed must have the same
skill set as other employees and will be held to the same standards as the regular workforce.

Employers cannot use Work First workers to displace existing staff, nor can they use a Work First worker
to fill a position that is vacant due to a lay-off or reduction in force. Potential employees must have at least one minor
child living in the home to be considered to participate in this program. If you would like more information on this program
