TAXES 

Tax Relief for Small Businesses (H200) Pro-Biz Passed 

Supported provision in state budget that gives small businesses and start-up companies, whose gross receipts do not exceed $825,000, a tax exemp-

tion for the first $50,000 in net income, to spur private sector job creation.    

Promoted Competitive Tax Climate (H619) Pro-Biz Passed 

Successfully pushed tax reform to create a predictable and fair tax system by clarifying combined tax return laws for multi-state businesses.  

Reform Unemployment Insurance Tax Structure (S99) Pro-Biz Passed 

Worked to create a more sustainable unemployment insurance system by supporting the authorization of the Department of Commerce to hire a 

consultant to analyze the stateôs UI system including tax structure, benefits and ensuring sound administration of the fund.  

Expiration of Temporary Tax (H200) Pro-Biz Passed 

$1.3 billion put back into the hands of North Carolinians by letting temporary sales tax, reduced from 5.25% to 4.25%, and corporate and personal 

income tax surcharges expire July 1, 2011, as scheduled.

Improved Stateôs Legal Climate (H542) Pro-Biz Passed 

With a broad coalition of pro-jobs allies, pushed balanced changes to NCôs civil liability system to provide predictability and promote job creation 

by encouraging settlements and deterring costly frivolous lawsuits.
